With all the freezing weather we've
been having, the art docents have
turned the primary kids' attention to
the far north. Yukon Canada, to be
exact. Artist Ted Harrison created
whimsical, colorful paintings of life in
that vast, beautiful land. Watch for
these stunning tempera paintings
which feature a variety of different
types of lines, warm and cool colors
and even an occasional Inukshuk. An
Inukshuk is a human-shaped pile of
rocks used by the Inuit people to say
"someone was here" and to point
directions. It also became the symbol
of the 2010 Vancouver Olympics and
can be seen atop Whistler mountain.

Intermediate students studied
southeast Canadian Ojibwe artist
Norval Morrisseau. Morrisseau was a
tribal leader, Ojibwe Grand Shaman
and one of Canada's greatest artists,
known as "The Picasso of the North".
He believed he imparted spiritual and
healing powers into his art through
the colors, symbols and stories the
paintings share. Students studied the
colors and symbols he used to paint
animals in his signature "X-ray" style.
He shared both the outside of people
and animals as well as the interior
"spirit" of the person or animal using
symbols and colors.

Our next project will feature the iconic
art of Jacob Lawrence. You can see
Lawrence's Migration Series on
special exhibition at the Seattle Art
Museum now through April 27™.
